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Students, as we are coming to the close of the school year we can look back at all of the art work that you have created.  There are many techniques, vocabulary, and processes that you have learned and executed.  This final project will be a representation and demonstration of what you have learned thus far.  Due to the size and complexity of the final project you will be given 15 workdays this means that you will spend no less than 12.5 hours planning, creating, fixing, and finishing the final work of art (Power Wednesday time has been accounted for).  Due to the higher expectations that go hand-in-hand with an elongated and involved artwork the amount of points are larger as well.  The final art project is worth 15 points (equivalent to 150 points on a 100 point scale).  





	The final artwork is a time for a student to reflect on their strongest and most successful experiences throughout the year. 


 The project should:


Be part of the learning experience


Demonstrate acquired knowledge and skills


Reflect the work done in the course (not redo it)





The project


You will create a work of art based on one of the media, techniques, or artists that you have previously studied and a mixture of techniques learned.  If you choose not to replicate one of the topics or artists that we have studied you need to look at a new artist and be prepared to introduce them in the presentation.  You may choose to use one or a mixture of media to express and complete your idea.  Your project may be an outgrowth or extension of a previous project but may not be a reproduction of it (for example: you may use charcoal for a drawing, but you may not complete another charcoal tree, you may draw a tree, but not in charcoal)!!!





Requirements/Expectations


Proposal-a written proposal must be turned in by April 26th with extreme detail including a sketch for approval.  This will be homework if you do not finish it in class.  The proposal must have:


Concept: your main idea behind the project, what you are going to do and why?


Design: How will you organize the project, what will it look like?


Materials: what materials will you need and when?  Be specific!


Project- you will create your artwork based directly on your proposal.  You will use the time given to you in class (this is to be only in class, not at home at all.  The only extra time I will have available is from 7:15 am-7:50 not after school.  The project is due on May 28th , 2013 without exception (this includes illness, if you are sick have someone else turn it in for you)


Presentation-you will present your project to the class for a time limit between 3and 5 minuets (not less than 3 not more than 5).  This presentation needs to be specific to your project make sure you enunciate and present your artwork with maturity and poise this is part of your grade.
