Still Life in Close Observation

Welcome to your first large college drawing class assignment!

Be prepared to push yourself through frustration that you will experience.  Challenge yourself to be a better artist.  Come to class everyday prepared to work without hesitation or excessive socialization.  Ask your neighbors for their artistic opinion and be prepared to give yours.  Accept criticism and give have a good reason for what you are drawing.

That being said…

Objects

You will bring in 3 objects that you love.  One needs to be about 12” the other object’s sizes can be determined by you.  Keep in mind that what you choose you must draw.  The objects you choose may not be changing once you begin…no exceptions.  If you do not bring in the right type of objects I will assign you some that I have!

You will concentrate on line, value, texture and composition.  The space around the object is indeterminate (nothing will be in the background except negative space creating interesting shapes).  

Composition

Arrangements of the object, however is imperative.  Action is a large part of making a good composition and the viewer interested in looking at the work.  You need to visually arrange your objects so that they overlap (they will not actually overlap, you will need to draw them as if they would.)  This is not the still life drawing that you did in art 1, this is way beyond that!!!!

Action

The objects you have need to be given action.  Draw them as if they are being tossed through the air and you took a picture of them while they were flying and turning.  Do not just have them sitting on a table (boring).  The action that you will give your objects will create interesting space (negative space) behind the objects.

Proportion

The proportion of the objects needs to occupy the space.  If one of your objects is tiny be prepared to draw it larger.  If one is larger than 12” draw it in proportion to be part of a quality composition. Do not squeeze them on the page, they can be partially off.
